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This reading plan provides a solid focus on the New Testament in 90 days.

There are only two or three chapters to be read each day, so you will not feel
overwhelmed by the schedule. If you have never read the New Testament all of
the way through, or you have not done so in a while, this will provide you with
an easy schedule to get going. If you get off track, just get started again.
Finishing in more than 90 days Is better than not finishing at all. If you want to
add to the reading schedule, you can read one chapter of Proverbs a day

corresponding the chapter to the day of the month. For example, read chapter
one on the first, chapter two on the second, and so on. In this way you can read

through the New Testament once and Proverbs three times during the 90 days.
